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Conference theme 

The Chinese in Southeast Asia have a long history of settlement in the region and they form the world’s largest concentration of Chinese overseas. Interaction with different ethnic groups in multicultural Southeast Asia as well as the innovation of the Chinese has created many local Chinese cuisines. Here we find standard Chinese foods in restaurants and at home, but also locally innovated dishes that reflect the influence of local ecology and cultures. At the same time, indigenous non-Chinese cuisines have also been influenced by Chinese cuisine. This international conference will examine the rich culinary heritage of the Chinese in Southeast Asia. Scholars and regional specialists will discuss the persistence of Chinese food brought over by Chinese migrants as well as the adaptation of Chinese food in the Southeast Asian ecological and social environments. They will also show the innovation of new food through the use of local ingredients and use of both Chinese and non-Chinese cuisines. Furthermore Chinese culinary influence on the indigenous cultures in Southeast Asia will also be discussed.
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
